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Dropout and School Crime Report
The State’s Department of Public Instruction released its
annual dropout and school crime report last week.

Stanly County’s overall rate of reported school crime per
1,000 students (7.91) is slightly higher than the State
average of 6.89 per 1,000 students.

Stanly County’s overall rate increased 11.6% from 7.09
incidents per 1,000 students last year. The State’s
average rate increased 1.5% over the same time period.

However, the average rate of reported school crimes in
Stanly County’s high schools was 19.80 per 1,000. This
rate is well above the state average of 13.19 per 1,000
high school students.

Below please find the reported crime rate for the four (4)
traditional public high schools in Stanly County:

North Stanly 19 32.87
West Stanly 19 23.57
Albemarle 5 11.44
South Stanly 4 9.50

Possession of a controlled substance and alcohol were the
most prevalent offenses at the various high schools
representing 35 of the 47 (74%) reported crimes.

Stanly County’s grade 9-13 dropout rate results
demonstrated improvement for the second consecutive
year. However, the current results still lag the regional
trend. Below please find a table illustrating a multi-year
comparison of the dropout rates across our region:
