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Community Health Comparison Report 
 

The Robert Wood Johnson Foundation in collaboration with 
the University of Wisconsin recently released the seventh 
annual nationwide analysis of community health.  The 
analysis captures data for each county across all fifty (50) 
states.  The report compares and ranks the health factors 
and health outcomes of counties 

 

Health Outcomes – 50% Length of Life (length of life, 
premature deaths, etc.) and 50% Quality of Life (self-
reported quality of life indicators such as physical health, 
mental health, health condition, etc. and low birth weight).   

 

Stanly County demonstrated significant improvement in the 

self-reported quality of life measures.  Stanly County ranks 

only slightly higher than the state average as it relates to low 

birth weight.  

 

Health Factors – 30% Health Behaviors (smoking, diet 
and exercise, alcohol use, risky sexual behavior, etc.), 20% 

Clinical Care (access to care and quality of care), 40% 

Social & Economic Factors (educational level, 
employment, income, family, crime, etc.) and 10% Physical 

Environment (environmental quality).   

 

Stanly County’s overall health factors differ most significantly 

from the state and regional benchmarks in the areas of teen 

birth rates, physical inactivity, access to exercise 

opportunities, preventable hospital stays, injury death 

rate, and college enrollment rate.

Expenditure and Revenue Summary 
 

As of February 29, 2016, revenues during the eight (8) 
month period from July-February were trending above 
the target percentage. The County’s actual revenues 
through February were at 75.60% of budget.  At this same 
time last year, the County had received and booked 
74.85% of its amended budget revenue.  As of February 
2014, the County had received 76.01% of its amended 
budget revenue.  
 

The County’s expenditures (including encumbrances) 
through February are trending slightly above target at 
68.46%.  At this same time last fiscal year, the County had 
expended 68.63% of its amended budget.  In FY 13-14, 
the County had expended 67.41% of the amended budget.   
 

The County’s fund balance available for appropriation as 
of February 29 was at 39.01% of expenditures.  Fund 
balance at this same time last fiscal year was at 37.19%.  
In FY 13-14, the fund balance as a percentage of 
expenditures as of February 28 was at 42.06%.  
 

The County’s General Fund cash position as of February, 
2016 was $25.2 million.  This figure is $1.95 million 
(8.4%) higher than February 2015 and $1.23 million 
(5.1%) higher than February, 2014.   
 

Expenditures in the Greater Badin, West Stanly Sewer 
Treatment Plant and Airport enterprise funds are still 
outpacing revenues.  However, the Airport is performing 
better than last fiscal year.   Meanwhile, the Greater Badin 
and West Stanly Sewer Treatment funds continue to 
demonstrate improvement.   
 

The remaining enterprise funds (Piney Point and Stanly 
Utilities) are both demonstrating positive cash flow 
through the end of February 2016.
