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Ag Cost Share Programs Available 
Soil and Water Conservation Districts implement four cost share programs, all of which share a common 

goal of increasing water quality. These programs include the Agriculture Cost Share Program (ACSP), 

the Agricultural Water  Resources Assistance Program (AgWRAP), and the Conservation Reserve     

Enhancement Program (CREP). The District accepts applications year round for each of these programs. 

Applications are ranked based on various  criteria and  conservation concerns. The highest ranking     

application is considered for assistance to install best  management practices. 
 

ACSP-The major cause of water quality problems in the area is non-point source  

pollution. Damage to our water resources comes from soil erosion, excessive fertilizer 

use, animal waste contamination, and improper use of agricultural chemicals. The 

Agriculture Cost Share Program helps address nonpoint source pollution.  

  

AgWRAP-The Agricultural Water Resources Assistance Program was recently   

created in order to address water quantity issues. Producer concerns include  water to 

be used for cropland irrigation and livestock watering. Multiple best management 

practices are available to help producers increase their water use efficiency,           

         availability and storage. 

  

CREP-The Conservation Reserve Enhancement Program is available to protect envi-

ronmentally sensitive cropland and marginal pasture land long term. This is accom-

plished through 10, 15, and 30 year conservation easements.

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Farmers and Ranchers in NC Can Now Apply for Financial Assistance through 
USDA’s Coronavirus Food Assistance Program 
Online Tools and Toll-Free Number Available to Assist Producers 
  
Agricultural producers can now apply for USDA’s Coronavirus Food Assistance Program (CFAP), which 
provides direct payments to offset impacts from the coronavirus pandemic. The application and a payment 
calculator are now available online, and USDA’s Farm Service Agency (FSA) staff members are available 
via phone, fax and online tools to help producers complete applications. The agency set up a call center in 
order to simplify how they serve new customers across the nation. 
  
Applications will be accepted through August 28, 2020. Through CFAP, USDA is making available $16 
billion for vital financial assistance to producers of agricultural commodities who have suffered a five-
percent-or-greater price decline due to COVID-19 and face additional significant marketing costs as a re-
sult of lower demand, surplus production, and disruptions to shipping patterns and the orderly marketing 
of commodities. 
  
We also want to remind producers that the program is structured to ensure the availability of funding for 
all eligible producers who apply.   
  
In order to do this, producers will receive 80 percent of their maximum total payment upon approval of 
the application. The remaining portion of the payment, not to exceed the payment limit, will be paid at a 
later date nationwide, as funds remain available. 
  
Producers can download the CFAP application and other eligibility forms from farmers.gov/cfap. Also, on 
that webpage, producers can find a payment calculator to help identify sales and inventory records needed 
to apply and calculate potential payments. 
  
Additionally, producers in search of one-on-one support with the CFAP application process can call 877-
508-8364 to speak directly with a USDA employee ready to offer assistance. This is a good first step be-
fore a producer engages the team at the FSA county office at their local USDA Service Center. 
  
Applying for Assistance 
Producers of all eligible commodities will apply through their local FSA office. Those who use the online 
calculator tool will be able to print off a pre-filled CFAP application, sign, and submit to your local FSA 
office either electronically or via hand delivery. Please contact your local office to determine the preferred 
method. Find contact information for your local office at farmers.gov/cfap. 
  
Documentation to support the producer’s application and certification may be requested after the applica-
tion is filed. FSA has streamlined the signup process to not require an acreage report at the time of appli-
cation and a USDA farm number may not be immediately needed. 
  
Additional Commodities 
USDA is also establishing a process for the public to identify additional commodities for potential inclu-
sion in CFAP. Specifically, USDA is looking for data on agricultural commodities, that are not currently 
eligible for CFAP, that the public believes to have either: 

suffered a five percent-or-greater price decline between mid-January and mid-April as a result of the 
COVID-19 pandemic, shipped but subsequently spoiled due to loss of marketing channel, or not 
left the farm or remained unharvested as mature crops.

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USDA Reminds Producers to Complete Crop Acreage Reports and File Prevented or 
Failed Notices of Loss 

The Stanly County office for USDA’s Farm Service Agency (FSA) is currently open to phone and virtual 
appointments only but can still work with producers on timely filing crop acreage reports. FSA staff can 
provide assistance over the phone, by email and through virtual meetings via Microsoft Teams. 

The following acreage reporting dates are applicable for Stanly County: 

July 15, 2020                          Perennial Forage, Beans (Planted 6/26-7/10) all other crops not listed be     
                                     low (including Corn, Cotton, Grain Sorghum, Soybeans, and CRP)    
                  
August 15, 2020                      Hemp 

September 15, 2020                Beans (Planted 7/15-9/5), Cabbage (Planted 7/15-9/5) 

November 15, 2020                Apiculture, Clary Sage 

January 15, 2021                     Fall-Seeded Small Grains, Rapeseed, Apples, Blueberries, Canola, Grapes, 
    Peaches 
 
May 15, 2021                           Beans (Planted 3/25-5/8), Cabbage (Planted 2/2-4/20), Potatoes                   

In order to comply with FSA program eligibility requirements, all producers must file an accurate crop 
acreage report by the applicable deadline. FSA staff is still able to assist producers in completing acreage 
reports, including providing maps. 

The Stanly County FSA office will provide maps to producers through mail, or email with instructions for 
completing the maps. After planting is complete, producers should return completed maps and the acreage 
reporting sheet by mail or email by as soon as possible to meet the July 15, 2020 deadline. 

The Stanly County FSA office can use Microsoft Teams software to virtually meet with producers to re-
view maps and documents for certification. Producers who want to schedule a virtual appointment can 
download the Microsoft Teams app on their smart phones and call the FSA office for an appointment. 
You can also use Microsoft Teams from your personal computer without downloading software.   

After completed maps and all acreage reporting information is received, FSA will make software updates 
and mail or email producers the completed Report of Acreage form (FSA-578) to sign. Producers must 
return the signed form certifying their acreage report to the FSA office through by July 15, 2020. 

The following exceptions apply to acreage reporting dates: 

If the crop has not been planted by the acreage reporting date, then the acreage must be reported no 
later than 15 calendar days after planting is completed. 

If a producer acquires additional acreage after the acreage reporting date, then the acreage must be 
reported no later than 30 calendars days after purchase or acquiring the lease. Appropriate docu-
mentation must be provided to the county office .Producers should also report crop acreage they 
intended to plant, but due to natural disaster, were unable to plant. Prevented planting acreage 
must be reported on form CCC-576, Notice of Loss, no later than 15 calendar days after the final 
planting date as established by FSA and USDA’s Risk Management Agency.  Noninsured Crop 
Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) policy holders should note that the acreage reporting date 
for NAP-covered crops is the earlier of the dates listed above or 15 calendar days before grazing 
or harvesting of the crop begins. If you have applied for organic certification and do not receive 
it before the acreage reporting deadline, you may provide the necessary documentation to FSA 
immediately upon receipt from the certifying agent.      
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FSA Reminds Producers of Ongoing Disaster Assistance Program Signup 
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) has started making payments through the Wildfire and Hurricane 
Indemnity Program – Plus (WHIP+) to agricultural producers who suffered eligible losses because of drought 
or excess moisture in 2018 and 2019. Signup for these causes of loss opened March 23, and producers who 
suffered losses from drought (in counties designated D3 or above), excess moisture, hurricanes, floods, torna-
does, typhoons, volcanic activity, snowstorms or wildfires can still apply for assistance through WHIP+. 
  
To be eligible for WHIP+, producers must have suffered losses of certain crops, trees, bushes or vines in coun-
ties with a Presidential Emergency Disaster Declaration or a Secretarial Disaster Designation (primary coun-
ties only) for qualifying natural disaster events that occurred in calendar years 2018 or 2019. Also, losses lo-
cated in a county not designated by the Secretary as a primary county may be eligible if a producer provides 
documentation showing that the loss was due to a qualifying natural disaster event. 
  
For losses due to drought, a producer is eligible if any area of the county in which the loss occurred was rated 
D3, or extreme drought, or higher on the U.S. Drought Monitor during calendar years 2018 or 2019. Producers 
who suffered losses should contact their FSA county office. 
  
In addition to the recently added eligible losses of drought and excess moisture, FSA will implement a WHIP+ 
provision for crop quality loss that resulted in price deductions or penalties when marketing crops damaged by 
eligible disaster events. To ensure an effective program for all impacted farmers, the Agency is currently gath-
ering information on the extent of quality loss from producers and stakeholder organizations. 
  
USDA Service Centers, including FSA county offices, are open for business by phone only, and field work 
will continue with appropriate social distancing. While program delivery staff will continue to come into the 
office, they will be working with producers by phone and using online tools whenever possible. All Service 
Center visitors wishing to conduct business with the FSA, Natural Resources Conservation Service or any oth-
er Service Center agency are required to call their Service Center to schedule a phone appointment. More in-
formation on Service Centers can be found at farmers.gov/coronavirus, and more information on WHIP+ can 
be found at farmers.gov/whip-plus. 

File a Notice of Loss for Failed Acres and Prevented Planting 

USDA Farm Service Agency (FSA) reminds producers to report prevented planting and failed acres in order to 
establish or retain FSA program eligibility for some programs. 

Producers should report crop acreage they intended to plant, but due to natural disaster, were prevented from 
planting.  Prevented planting acreage must be reported on form CCC-576, Notice of Loss, no later than 15 cal-
endar days after the final planting date as established by FSA and Risk Management Agency (RMA). 

If a producer is unable to report the prevented planting acreage within the 15 calendar days following the final 
planting date, a late-filed report can be submitted.  Late-filed reports will only be accepted if FSA conducts a 
farm visit to assess the eligible disaster condition that prevented the crop from being planted. A measurement 
service fee will be charged. 

Additionally, producers with failed acres should also use form CCC-576, Notice of Loss, to report failed acres. 

Producers of hand-harvested crops and certain perishables must notify FSA of damage or loss through the ad-
ministrative County Office within 72 hours of the date of damage or loss first becomes apparent. This notifica-
tion can be provided by filing a CCC-576, email, fax or phone. Producers who notify the County Office by any 
method other than by filing the CCC-576 are still required to file a CCC-576, Notice of Loss, within the re-
quired 15 calendar days. 

For losses on crops covered by the Non-Insured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP), producers must file 
a Notice of Loss within 15 days of the occurrence of the disaster or when losses become apparent.  Producers 
must timely file a Notice of Loss for failed acres on all crops including grasses.
